•	 Access to free medical care (offered during 
specific clinic hours, call or check social media 
for details)

•	 HCV Ab + HCV RNA confirmatory (Provided by 
AIDS Healthcare Foundation twice a month)

•	 Syphilis treponemal + non-treponemal (Provided 
by AIDS Healthcare Foundation twice a month)

•	 HIV Ab screening + HIV 1/2 differentiation 
confirmatory (Provided by AIDS Healthcare 
Foundation twice a month)

•	 Self-collected, 3-site Chlamydia/Gonorrhea 
testing (Provided by AIDS Healthcare 
Foundation twice a month)

•	 Mental health evaluation resources (provided 
through Catholic Community Services)
